here seems to be a disordered 
interest in the demonic in our 
world - and there has been from 

all time, ever since Eve entertained 
the talking Snake.  
As a general rule, if you leave him 
alone, he will bug you less. If you let 
him in, it will be very difficult to get 
him to leave. So never entertain the 
occult. Stay away from card readers, 
palm readers and fortune tellers.  
Do not follow the stars or look up 
astrology, not even for curious 
recreation. Stay away from reiki and 
yoga. These are all portals where you 
can invite the devil into your life.  
Be also careful of charms that you 
might have - charms can be innocent, 
or could be of diabolical source. 
Don’t have any diabolical charms in 
your home or in your possession.  
If you do have problems with the 
devil bothering you, there is no easy 
way to get him out. First you need to 
increase your practice of the Faith, 
by frequent confession, daily Mass, 
and an increase of devotions. You 
also need to rid yourself of any 
attachment to sin because the devil 
will latch onto this. Then you need 
to seek the archdiocesan exorcist to 
help you - not any priest can cast the 
devil out. Even then, it may be years 
of exorcisms and when he finally 
leaves, he will be sure to leave you 
desolate.  
So the short story is. . don’t be 
curious with the occult. If you leave 
him alone, he will probably leave you 
alone, or will bug you by generic 
temptations like he does with 
everybody else.
