e have gifts; St Paul tells us. But 
then as you continue reading, 
the list he gives should be noted. 

He does not mention gifts of singing, 
or drawing, of athletic or political 
qualities, things that may help us 
exceed on a human level. The gifts he 
mentions are a list of virtues.  
In the spiritual life, much emphasis is 
given to avoiding sin. This is necessary 
in the same way as avoiding poison or 
dangerous animals (especially in 
Australia) - sin hurts us, and we need 
to be aware of that.  
However we need to be aware of what 
virtues we are naturally inclined to. 
You need to examine your soul, 
especially in regards to how you 
treat your neighbor, and see what 
you do well. These things are gifts 
that God has given you as a boost - to 
help push you along to holiness. Then 
you need to increase these good 
virtues. If you are charitable, 
increase that good quality. If you are 
patient, use that to endure difficult 
things. And this way you can grow 
easily and with great strides toward 
holiness.  
When you conquer a sin, you start 
over to conquer the next sin. It’s 
easier, but still a lot of work. 
However when you conquer a virtue, 
because all the virtues are somewhat 
linked, it becomes so much easier an 
enjoyable to conquer the next virtue. 
You make great strides.  
So find your gifts - and increase them!

he Epiphany Home Blessing is a special 
blessing that connects the sanctuary 
of the church to the sanctuary of your 
home. Father comes and seals your 

front door post in a similar way as was done 
on the first Passover, inscribing the names of 
the Three Kings to denote a blessing that is 
feared by the demons. Special Holy Water and 
special incense is used.  

Due to the quantity of homes that are 
blessed during this time, Father doesn’t stay 
very long at your home at all. Usually only 
twenty minutes. You do not need to prepare 
anything. He arrives, the family greets him at 
the door or in the main room of the house 
where the blessing takes place.  

It begins with the Antiphon of the 
Magnificat from Vespers, the Magnificat is 
recited, and then Father will sprinkle Holy 
Water and Incense throughout the home. 
Everyone returns to the main room where 
the blessing continues, asking God to fill 
your home with graces and virtues.  

Then Father will make an inscription with 
blessed chalk above the door outside your 
home (optionally it may be done inside 
instead). The inscription is the initials of the 
Three Kings and the year.  
This is followed by a final prayer.  

Father may stay a few moments longer before 
he continues to the next home.  

Upon leaving Fr Fryar will usually give you a 
bottle of Epiphany Water, a piece of blessed 
chalk and a booklet of the prayers. If you 
have other family or friends the head of 
their household can use these to extend the 
blessing to their homes as well. When this is 
done the prayer of the actual blessing 
(Benedic, Domine Deus..) is omitted.
