3) Thou Who feedest with Thine own Flesh those whom Thou hast redeemed; Thou Who enrichest
out lips with Thine rosy Blood: Lord, have mercy on us. Grant us the joys of everlasting life.
{(During Easter-time sing: Gaudia Paschae “the joys of neverending Easter.”) = Praise to Thee,
O Christ.
