ermanos: Si yo hablara todas las len guas de los hombres y de 
los ángeles, y no tuviere caridad, sería como bronce que 
suena o campana que retañe.

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dos días eran usados para preparar la Cuaresma mediante una buena 
confesión.  
Como los días previos a la Cuaresma eran con frecuencia destinados al 
desenfreno, Benedicto XIV, por medio de la constitución  "Inter 
Caetera"  (1 enero de 1748) introdujo una especie de "devoción de las 
cuarenta horas" para proteger a los fieles de diversiones peligrosas y 
para llevar a cabo alguna reparación por los pecados cometidos.

OF WORKS DONE OUT OF CHARITY 

VIL ought not to be done for anything in the world, nor for the love of 
any human being; but yet for the benefit of one that is in need, a good 
work is sometimes freely to be left undone, or rather to be changed for 

what is better. 
For by this means a good work is not lost, but changed into a better. 
Without charity, the outward work profiteth nothing; but whatever is done 
out of charity, be it ever so little and contemptible, it is all made fruitful; 
in as much as God regardeth more out of how much love a man doth a work, 
than how much he doth.  
2. He doth much who loveth much. He doth much who doth well what he 
hath to do. He doth well, who regardeth rather the common good than his 
own will.  
Oftentimes that seemeth to be charity which is rather carnality; for 
natural inclination, self-will, hope of reward, study of our own interests, 
will seldom be absent.

Neither doth he desire to rejoice in himself, but wisheth to find his 
blessedness above all good things in God.
